At present there
are no snow days scheduled and following the last spring class (May 15) will be a CGC test as we have had in the past.
The new training committee is comprised of lone Smith, Karen Service, and Julie Haas who will share responsibilities.

Joyce Cardwell/Linda Hurst could use help with the trophy tables and with
soliciting donations for conformation and obedience. Janie McDonald needs an assistant to work with show vendors and
to train as Chairperson for next year (Janie hopes to work in another area). Patty Miller handed out sheets for obtaining
advertising to put in the show catalog. The Events Committee (Marv Ellis, Joyce Cardwell (secretary), Robert Pless,
Debbie Sharpe, Mary Jo Steger, and Donna Burchi) will be available to review/evaluate potential show problems. Donna
handed out procedures for handling misconduct for the Event Committee to review. A Ways and Means Chair is needed

to organize the raffle and silent auction that brought in over $1,000 at our 2006 show.

New Business: David Miller made a motion that e-mail be considered one of the official methods of communication for our club (our new
application requests authorization to send the monthly Woc fer and other notices in that manner). There was a second by
Marv Ellis and, following discussion, the vote was unanimous to add that mode of communication. A notice will be sent

to AKC with a copy of these minutes.

Marg Ellis made a motion, seconded by Robert Pless that the club make a commitment to become a non-profit
organization, whether Mr. Anderson handles it or an attorney does. Following considerable discussion and an offer by
lone Smith to investigate attorney rates for processing these documents, the vote was unanimous to continue the effort and

begin compiling the needed information.
