The Latest News from the Mayor re:

The Armory (letter to Robert Pless)
Robert

The meeting went well. The City Manager and 1 expressed that
should the armory close (which appears now a certainty), our
desire as a city would beto obtain the armory and recommend
to council that the armory be transferred to Girl's Inc. and the
ORKC. There is much between us and this conclusion
(agreement from the state, agreement by city council, transfer
costs, etc.). The transfer comes at a fee of 5% of the appraised
value plus the cost of the appraisal, a cost I expect the city
would want to recover from theeventual owners of the property.
For example, if the property 1s appraised at $1,000,000 and the
appraisal costs $2,500, the cost to the city to obtain the property
would nominally be ($1,000,000 x 5%) = $50,000 + $2,500 =

$52,500. This process for transfer to the city is underway.

There 1s a slight chance that another unit could move to the OR
armory. I give this a very remote chance (less than 5%), and I
expect that we will know this soon. If this is the case, all of the
above would not occur, and the ORKC could continue to lease
space as vou do today. Given this remote Chance, I expect we
are looking at a transfer process. We did emphasize that no
matter what the outcome, it was important to us for the ORKC
to be able to continue to use the facility beginning this fall.
This is not a completely clear issue, as there is a period of time
after the unit vacates that the building will not yvet be
transferred. The officials in the meeting understood the
importance to us of the continued use by ORKC, and
emphasized that the ORKC needs to begin as soon as possible
to work with the unit to arrange for use in the fall. Let me know

how this goes.

That is all we know now - I can update you as the process

moves along.
