Every one int roduced t hemselves 
and t heir canines, and guests were:  O.C. and Ellie Cole (Malt ese), Sarah Hallst rand (Miniature Schnauzer),  and Jef f 
and Jennifer Banta (Vizsla).    When President  Burchi arrived, t he November minutes (Woofer) were discussed, 
specif ical ly t he port ion about  Nell  Johnson being replaced as Breeder Referral.   President  Burchi had checked wit h 
her,  and Nell decided to cont inue as long as her act ivi t ies permit t ed.   It  was agreed t hat  Pat t y and David Mil ler 
would work with her in case she suddenly could not  do it .   Robert  Pless made a mot ion that  t he minutes be 
approved.   Marv Ellis was t he second,  and the November minutes were accepted wit hout  change.   

Treasurer Pat  Vogel report ed t hat  she had e-mailed her report  to Board members as requested.   There was no 
discussion,  and Robert  Pless moved t hat  t he report  be accepted.

If  anyone 
knows where we can obtain t opsoil  t hrough donat ion or at  a very low cost ,  please 
contact  me (VOLtraveler@aol.com). We will  need numerous loads to cover t he area and 
begin to get  grass growing. I want  to send out  a special t hanks to Bonnie Herrell for 
get t ing t he gravel donated to use from the Rogers Group and a special t hanks t o Jack 
Ramsey for working ext remely hard to spread it  for us. Also special  t hanks t o Robert  
Herrell for repairing t he fence and hauling off  the old desks t hat  were set t ing outside 
the metal building.

Trophy 
Chair Joyce Cardwell  raised the issue of $534 noted as “ Trophies”  on t he October Treasurer’ s report .   Since no 
t rophies have been purchased for t he 2008 show,  t his obvious error will  need to be corrected.

Charlie Clark, ret ired aft er 35 years from the Oak Ridge Fire Department ,  spoke t o us about  importance of smoke 
detectors,  escape routes/ plans, and f ire ext inguishers as t hey relate t o us,  and to our canines.
