March 6, 2008

Plotting day (Friday): 
It was a very good day, partly cloudy with nice temp-
eratures.  We started around 11:30, broke for lunch, 
and finished about 4:30.  Everyone enjoyed the day. 

Test day (Saturday): 
Another nice day!  We again met at the Pine Orchard 
Community Center near Oakdale and had the draw for 
tracks at 8:30 on Saturday morning.  Thank you, Vicki 
Beets, for the nicely printed catalogs!   
 
Tracks were drawn as follows:
