Please join Roane State Community College for the Merit Badge College on Saturday, 
February 18, 2006, from 9 am - 4 pm on the Roane County Campus in Harriman, Tennessee.  
Enrollment is limited to 600 scouts. 

Enclosed is the MBC registration form.  Please duplicate as necessary.  Registration is based 
on a first-come, first-served basis through submission of your troop's application.  Badges close 
quickly.  To increase your troop's chances of receiving their first choice, please submit as early as 
possible.  The cost of the Merit Badge College is $15 for each scout and $10 for each adult leader.  
One scout leader must be in attendance for every 10 scouts who attend.  The registration fee includes 
lunch, the official Roane State Merit Badge College patch and any materials required for completion of 
a badge.  There will be an adult leaders' lounge. 

 
AGE RESTRICTIONS:  There are age restrictions for some Eagle merit badges:  Citizenship in the 
Community, Citizenship in the Nation, Citizenship in the World, and Environmental Science.  To 
register for these four badges scouts must be at least in the eighth grade or thirteen years of age, who 
have obtained the rank of Life or Star Scout, or who are in the process of completing their last required 
merit badges for the rank of Life or Star by February 18, 2006 or older. 
 

Do not send money with your registration.  Payment will be due after you have received badge 
confirmation, which will arrive sometime in early December and will include an invoice.  Payment is due 
by January 31, 2006.  NO REFUNDS WILL BE MADE AFTER JANUARY 31, 2006.  However, 
substitutions by scouts within your troop can be made without prior notification. 

Payments not received by January 31 will remove your troop's reserved status.  Scouts will be 
dropped from pre-assigned badges and the badges will be reassigned to scouts on our dropped from 
reserved status, your scouts must select from badges that still have openings, so please submit your 
troop's registration fees on time to make sure they receive their preferred choice. 

All badges have class size restrictions so registration will be decided on a first-come, first-
served basis.  The registration form asks that each scout list their top ten preferences.  Complete all ten 
choices.  If we cannot honor requested badges in the order they are listed and if all blanks are not 
completed, we will assume the scout is not interested in any other badges and this office will not make 
further contact with the troop.
