POSTER REQUIREMENTS

THEME:

The Poster Artwork needs to reflect the Knoxville Recycling Coalition’s environmental mission of waste reduction, reuse, recycling, composting, and buying recycled products.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

· All students are invited to participate in the Knox, Anderson and Blount Public and Private School Systems

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

· Winning artwork will be announced at EarthFest 2008 (April 26, 2008) at the Pellissippi State Campus.

· Winning artwork along with other entries (space permitted) will be displayed at EarthFest 2008 on April 26, 2008.

· Participants may pick up their artwork after EarthFest 2008 at the Knoxville Recycling Coalition’s Office. After three weeks from the date of EarthFest, May 17, 2008, all artwork becomes the property of Knoxville Recycling Coalition.

· All artwork submitted may be reproduced. All rights for reproduction in all media including print, film, and / or video are assigned to the Knoxville Recycling Coalition and their sponsors to use as deemed appropriate for the goals of the contest.

· One artist per piece of art and one piece of art per artist.

· Artwork should reflect an original concept by the student. Copyrighted characters such as Superman or copyrighted clip art will not be accepted.

· Artwork content must represent the artist’s own perception of the theme.

· On the back of the artwork, please attach the release form.

PRESENTATION

· Horizontal format only (landscape). Landscape reproduces better for the calendar.

· Artwork may be in color or black and white. Students may use a variety of media, such as watercolor, pen and ink, crayon, chalk?, markers, acrylic paints, etc. Brighter colors however reproduce better for the calendar. Light pencil marks will not show up.

· No paste-ons, stenciling or tracing.

· The student must do the art freehand.

· No computer generated graphics.

· No firm or rigid backing. Do not mount any art.

PAPER

· Size should not exceed 11 X 17 inches. Minimum size 8 ½ X 11 inches.

· Can be paper or poster board.

ART MATERIALS

· Pencil, pen and ink, pens, colored pencils, markers, crayons, watercolors, acrylic paints. No charcoal, chalk, pastels, metallic ink, glitter or sand.

JUDGING

· A panel of judges will include Knoxville Recycling Coalition’s Staff, friends of Knoxville Recycling Coalition, and local business partners of Knoxville Recycling Coalition.

· Each poster must have a release form fastened to the back of the poster. A poster not accompanied by a completed release form will not be eligible for judging. The poster with the release form must be delivered to Knoxville Recycling Coalition by March 1, 2008. Entries received after this date will not be judged.

· The posters will be judged in each grade level: Kindergarten – Grade 12.

· The best poster chosen by the judges in each grade level will be based on the judging criteria listed below.

JUDGING CRITERIA

· Clear message conveyed by the text and artwork.

· The poster theme listed above is addressed.

· Creativity, originality and artistic quality.

· Visual clarity, easily read; and

· Bright and colorful

AWARDS

· Each Participant will receive a “Certificate of Recognition” to acknowledge their effort.

· The best poster from each grade level will be used in Knoxville Recycling Coalition’s Environmental Calendar.

· The best poster in each grade level will receive a recycled – content framed “Certificate of Accomplishment” from Knoxville Recycling Coalition.

· In addition each student from the best posters chosen of each grade level will be awarded a cash prize and receive the honor of having their artwork replicated into a poster calendar that will be distributed throughout our communities.

· The best poster winners in each grade level will receive a $75.00 cash prize.

· From these poster winners, a “Best of Show” poster will be chosen. The “Best of Show” poster winner will receive an additional cash prize of $100.00.

IMPORTANT DATES

· January 2, 2008 through February 29, 2008 – Students create their posters.

· No later than March1, 2008 – Posters are delivered to Knoxville Recycling Coalition

· March 1, 2008 through March 15, 2008 – Judging - posters are chosen for calendar.

· March 16, 2008 through April 15, 2008 – Posters are printed into calendars.

· April 26, 2008 – Winners will be announced at EarthFest 2008 and begin calendar distribution.

· April 28, 2008 through May 17, 2008 – Students may pick up artwork from Knoxville Recycling Coalition Office. After May 17, 2008 all artwork becomes the property of Knoxville Recycling Coalition.
