 KUB’s Lateral  Program Continues 
Throughout neighborhoods KUB inspects 
wastewater systems to help ensure property 
owners maintain their laterals to keep wastewater 
in – and storm water out. (Laterals are the pipes 
from customers’ property to KUB sewers) 
Broken laterals allow tree roots or debris into the 
pipe, causing blockages, building backups, or 
overflows. KUB prohibits any downspouts, sump 
pumps, or storm water connected into the sewer 
system.    Since August 2005,  862 customers 
have been notified that their laterals needed 
repair.  Some are in process, 646 have been 
repaired by the owner – 101 with grants and 13 
through no-interest loans.  KUB funds a required 
$2 million grant.  If you know of someone
